 RULES & ENTRY FORM

General Rules

The Awards/Bursaries are open to all Classical Musicians  ~Vocal/Instrumental~ born in Northern Ireland.

Age Limit:  Vocal 20-23 yrs. Instrumental 18-22 yrs. (inclusive 10th March 2012)

Competitors must pay their own expenses.

After submission of TWO 10 minute programmes of contrasting pieces, NO changes will be accepted.  THIS WILL BE STRICTLY ADHERED TO. Vocal: programmes should include: a piece by Mozart, and show the use of three languages. (The use of three languages will be judged over the full 20 minutes, Mozart should appear in at least one of the 10 minute programmes). Instrumental: Piano/Strings/Woodwind/Brass should include a piece from the Classic or Romantic period. 

The 10 minute allocated times must be adhered to, if not, this can result in loss of points or disqualification.  In the final round concert the Jury may select a programme from both rounds.  ALL pieces MUST show an exact length of time.

Competitors must provide music for the Jury which should be posted with entry fee.

The decision of the Jury is final - NO communications will be entered into.

The closing date for receipt of entry form is 10th March 2012.

Entry Fee (non refundable) of £25 made payable to the Flax Trust and posted to: FTC, Flax Trust, Brookfield Business Centre, 333 Crumlin Road, Belfast BT14 7EA.

Competitors may use their own Accompanist or official Accompanist (fee £20). Details of Official Accompanist can be obtained from this office (Tel: 02890 745241 on Tues, Wed or Thurs. between 9.30am and 5.40pm.) All private rehearsals with Official Accompanist are at the cost of the Competitor.  Music for Accompanist should be posted with entry fee to this office.  All music MUST be legible - no loose pages will be accepted.

Preliminary Rounds will take place on Thursday 19th 2012: Final - Friday 20th April 2012.  Approximately 7 days notice of date/time for the Preliminary Rounds will be emailed to each competitor.  Those Competitors reaching the Finals will be informed on Thursday 19th 2012 and then compete on Friday, 20th April 2012 when Bursaries will be awarded.
